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Lent [lent] 
noun 
an annual season of fasting and 
penitence in preparation for 
Easter, beginning on Ash 
Wednesday and lasting 40 
weekdays to Easter. —
something of a “spring clean-
ing” for the heart and soul. 

Lent is traditionally a time when people ‘give up’ or fast from certain practices or foods (like 
chocolate, Netflix, bad habits, soda, etc…)—this mirrors Jesus’ 40 days of fasting in the wilderness 
(Mark 1:13) and, in a very small way, invites us to consider Jesus’ great  sacrifice on the cross.  
Some people refocus their time in order to pick up a spiritual practice like morning prayer or a 
Friday study (like the Lenten study happening in the fellowship hall in our church on Friday eve-
nings). Either way, this season is a gift. A reminder. A time of focus and repentance (‘repentance’ 
literally means ‘to turn around’ in order to stand in God’s presence). In Lent, we find ways to dis-
connect from the world and reconnect to God. We release our grip on temporal things and reach 
for the eternal.  

 
So here we are. Lent begins.  

How will you take your time?
